AUGUSTANA COLLEGE

Augustana snapped a yve-match losing streak by picking up a pair of NSIC victories over the weekend. The Vikings defeated U-Mary 30-15 on Friday
before downing Northern State 28-21 on Saturday. Augustana concludes the regular season on Friday when the team travels to Kearney, Neb., for a
triangular with No. 19 Ft.

UNIVERSITY OF MARY

Keith McCleary (HWT, Sr., Napoleon, ND) was victorious in his yrst match since earning NAIA All-America as a freshmen, defeating Lance Peters of the
Augustana Vikings 7-4 in the heavyweight battle. After a scoreless yrst period, McCleary scored on an escape and a takedown to lead 3-0 after two. In
the ynal period, Peters used a takedown to pull within 3-2. McCleary then had an escape and a takedown to rebuild his lead at 6-2. Peters pulled close
on areversal but McCleary added another escape to clinch the win.

MINNESOTA STATE

Minnesota State was idle last week but will face #11 St. Cloud State on Thursday, Feb. 29th for the NSIC Regular Season Championship. The Mavericks have
earned at least a share of the regular season championship, but would win it outright with a win over the Huskies.

MSU MOORHEAD

MSU Moorhead divided a pair of NSIC road matches with a 23-12 loss at #11 St. Cloud State on Friday and a 26-13 victory at Southwest Minnesota
State on Saturday. Joe Werner, 124, Evan Forde, 141, Tyler Tubbs, 165, and Tim Johnson, 285, posted victories for the Dragons in the loss at SCSU.
MSUM won yve of the last six matches and Jarret Hall recorded a fall at 174 pounds in Saturdayis win at SMSU.

Minnesota State University Moorhead vs. Upper lowa University on Sunday, February 22, at 2 p.m. in Alex Nemzek Hall in Moorhead. The match marks
the Dragonsi ynal home appearance for 2008-09, and last NSIC dual.

ST. CLOUD STATE

John Sundgren (So, Blaine, Minn. - 157 Ibs.) went 2-0 for the Huskies this past weekend, posting a fall and a 2-0 decision over eighth ranked Travis
Eggers of Upper lowa. Sundgren is now 29-5 on the year with 14 falls.

UPPER IOWA

The #10 Peacocks kept their dreams of a third straight Northern Sun Conference title alive on Sunday afternoon in Fayette. Upper lowa hosted the #11
Huskies of St. Cloud State in a pivotal NSIC match up. The Peacocks defeated the Huskies 21-17 fueled by back-to-back victories by fall to open the dual.
Upper lowa jumped out to an 18-0 lead after the yrst four matches and held on to edge St. Cloud State with a decision at 174 pounds. With the win, Upper
lowa improved to 11-4 on the season and 4-1 in the NSIC.

Kyle Pedretti (R-Fr., 125, Monona, lowa) stepped to the mat for the 125 pound match and hit a pair of takedowns around an escape by Pat Levasseur of
SCSU to lead 4-1 after the yrst period. The Husky grappler scored two near fall points in the second period before UIUEs lightweight earned a victory by
fall at the 6:16 mark in the match. The pin gave the Peacocks a 12-0 lead as Pedretti moved to 19-7 on the year. Eleven of Pedrettils wins have come by
major, technical fall, or fall.

Arron Cramer (R-Fr., 285, Grimes, lowa) scored a pair of takedowns and a two-point near fall before pinning Erik Rognessi shoulders to the mat just 56
seconds into the match. The fall gave UIU a 6-0 lead and improved Cramers record to 9-15.

Trevor Franklin (R-Fr., 133, South New Berlin, N.Y., #5 NCAA) had to rally late to win his match at 133 pounds over Josh Williams (#8 NCAA) of SCSU.
After two escapes by Franklin, the match was tied 2-2, but Williams earned an escape to open the third period and took a 3-2 lead. Time began to run
out on Franklin, but with less than yve seconds to wrestle the South New Berlin, N.Y. native lifter his opponent off the mat and took him down to score the
match-winning takedown. After Franklinis 4-3 decision, UlUis three redshirt freshman had given the Peacocks a 15-0 lead in the dual. Franklin improved to

23-4 on the season and is still undefeated in dual competition this year.
